REGULATIONS
activities in the procedure for the conferment of the academic degree of doctor  
adopted at the meeting of the Scientific Council of IUNG-PIB in Puławy 
on 23 June 2020


Pursuant to Section V, Chapter 2 of the Law of 20 July 2018. - Law on higher education and science (Journal of Laws, item 1668), hereinafter referred to as the Act, Article 179 of the Actof 3 July 2018. - Introductory provisions of the Act - Law on higher education and scienceand Science (Journal of Laws, item 1669) and in conjunction with Article 35 of the Act of 14 May 2020 on amending certain acts in the field of protective measures in connection with the spread of the SARS-CoV-2 virus, the so-called Crisis Shield 3.0 (Journal of Laws, item 875), it is resolved as follows:

I. General principles
1. Institute of Soil Science and Plant Cultivation - PIB in Puławy is authorized to confer a doctoral degree in the discipline of agriculture and horticulture, included in the field of agricultural sciences. With such a broad definition of the discipline one may add a specialization related to the scope of the doctoral dissertation (list of specializations in Appendix No. 1).
2. The initiation of proceedings for the award of the degree of doctor by resolution of the Scientific Council of IUNG-PIB is the first step leading to the award of this degree. The procedure is initiated only at the request of the applicant the degree, hereinafter referred to as the candidate.
3. A candidate applying for a doctoral degree before submitting an application 
application for the initiation of proceedings must:

1) hold the degree of magister, master of engineering or an equivalent degree, or a diploma referred to in Article 326, section 2, subsection 2 or Article 327, section 2 of the Act, conferring the right to apply for the award of a doctoral degree in the country 
in which the higher education institution which awarded the degree operates;
2) achieve learning outcomes for the qualification at the level 8 of the PRK (Polish Qualification Framework), where the learning outcomes for the knowledge of a modern foreign language are confirmed by a certificate or diploma certifying the knowledge of a foreign language at a language proficiency level of at least B2;
3) have at least:
a) 1 scientific article published in a scientific journal or in peer-reviewed materials from an international conference, which in the year of publication of the article in its final form were included in the list drawn up in accordance with the regulations issued under Article 267, section 2, item 2, letter b of the Act, or 
b) 1 scientific monograph published by a publishing house that, in the year of publishing the monograph in its final form, was included in the list compiled pursuant to in accordance with the regulations issued pursuant to Article 267, para. 2, item 2, letter a of the Act, or participation in such a monograph.
4. In proceedings initiated until 31 December 2021, the achievements referred to in:

a) point 3, subpoint 1, letter a shall also include scientific articles published: - in scientific journals or peer-reviewed materials from international conferences, included in the list drawn up in accordance with the regulations issued pursuant to Article 267, para. 2(b) of the Law on Higher Education and Science, before the date of publication of this list, - before 1 January 2019 - in scientific journals which were included in Part A or Part C of the list of scientific journals established pursuant to the rules issued on the basis of Article 44, section 2 of the Act repealed in Article 169, para. 4 and announced by the Communication of the Minister of Science and Higher Education of 25 January 2017 or were included in Part B of that list, with at least 10 points awarded to scientific articles published therein,

b) Point 3, subpoint 1, letter b and Article 219, para. 2, letter a of the Act on Higher Education and Science, shall also include scientific monographs published by: - a publishing house included in the list drawn up in accordance with the regulations issued pursuant to art. 267, para. organizational unit of the entity, whose publishing house is included in the list drawn up in accordance with the regulations issued pursuant to art. 267, para. 2, subpara. 2 lit. 2 of that Act.

5. The preparation of the dissertation takes place in the mode:
1) doctoral training (doctoral school),
2) extracurricular.
 II. Specific rules
A. Preparation of the doctoral thesis in doctoral training 
(doctoral school)
1. The training at the Doctoral School in Natural Sciences conducted by the Institute of Soil Science and Plant Cultivation - PIB in Puławy, the Maria Curie-Skłodowska University in Lublin and the Bohdan Dobrzański Institute of Agrophysics of the Polish Academy of Sciences in Lublin takes place according to the rules set out in detail in the Regulations of this Doctoral School (annex to Resolution No. 27/2019 of the Scientific Council of IUNG-PIB of 26 April 2019).
2. Within one month of commencing his/her training, a doctoral student shall apply to the Scientific Council of IUNG-PIB via the Director of the Doctoral School for the appointment of a supervisor or supervisors under whose supervision he/she will carry out an individual research plan and prepare the doctoral dissertation.
3. The application should include (according to Annex 2):
1) data of the doctoral student,
2) a proposal of a supervisor or supervisors with an indication of the discipline 
in which discipline the doctoral dissertation is to be prepared (in IUNG-PIB agriculture and horticulture),
3) the agreement of the person named to act as promoter(s),
4) justification of the proposal.
4. The Director of the Doctoral School shall forward the application after its opinion to the appropriate disciplinary Scientific Council of IUNG-PIB within 2 weeks of its receipt. Subsequently, the Chair of the Scientific Council forwards the application to the Committee for the Development of Scientific Staff in order to give an opinion on the candidate(s) for thesis supervisor(s) and to present his/her proposal in this matter at the next meeting of the Scientific Council.
5. The Scientific Council of IUNG-PIB appoints a supervisor or supervisors by passing on relevant information to the Director of the Doctoral School and the supervisor or supervisors.
6. The Director of the Doctoral School shall inform the doctoral student in writing of the appointment of the supervisor or supervisors.
7. The method of changing the promoter, promoters or assistant promoter is analogous to the procedures outlined in A. 4-6.
8. The Academic Staff Development Committee approves the individual research plan and forwards a proposal to the Academic Board for approval of the dissertation title.

9. The training of a doctoral student in the Doctoral School ends with the submission of a dissertation.
10. Within a maximum of 4 years from the date of the appointment of the supervisor(s), a graduate of a doctoral school applying for the award of a doctoral degree shall submit an application to the Director of the Institute to initiate proceedings.

11. A graduate of a doctoral school (as per Annex 3) shall be attached to the application for initiation of proceedings:

1) a copy of the proof of professional title referred to in point I.3;

2) a copy of the documentary evidence of completion of the doctoral school;

3) a dissertation with a favourable opinion of the supervisor(s) 

      (as per Annex 4);
4) a list of published scientific papers and other studies;

5) a statement on the conduct of previous doctoral studies/proceedings for the award of a doctoral degree (according to Annex 5);

6) a copy of the diploma of graduation from a higher education institution abroad, which confirms meeting the condition of proficiency in a modern foreign language at the level of at least B2 (applies to graduates of foreign universities).

12. The dissertation, in a paper version (1 copy of the unframed computer printout) and in an electronic version, is subject to verification using the Single Anti-Plagiarism System by the dissertation supervisor (according to the Rules of Procedure for Anti-Plagiarism Proceedings).

13. The Director of the Institute sends the application together with the attachments listed in point. 11 to the Doctoral Commission, which verifies it. 
14. The meeting of the Commission shall take place at least 14 days before the date of the meeting of the Academic Board. The Commission shall draw up minutes including a proposal to initiate or to refuse to initiate proceedings for the conferment of the degree of Doctor. The Commission shall present the proposal to the plenary meeting of the Academic Council.
15. After discussion of the proposal, the Scientific Council shall adopt a resolution to initiate or refuse to initiate proceedings.

16. The Doctoral Committee, in consultation with the Chairperson of the Academic Council, presents the candidates for the dissertation reviewers in a written proposal.
17. At the request of the Commission, the Scientific Council shall appoint at least 3 reviewers from among persons who are not members of the Scientific Council and who are employees of the Institute or of the scientific unit whose employee is the applicant for the degree of doctor.
18. The Chairperson of the Scientific Council shall inform in writing the doctoral student
and the supervisor/promoters of the resolutions taken concerning the initiation or refusal to initiate proceedings and the appointment of reviewers.

19. Doctoral students who started their doctoral studies before the academic year 2019/2020 shall continue their studies under the existing rules, and the doctoral thesis initiated under the existing rules should be completed by 31 December 2021.
20.  In case the initiation of the proceedings takes place after 1 October 2019 , and the doctoral students of these studies do not have a certificate or diploma of graduation confirming their knowledge of a foreign language at a level of at least B2, they may take an examination in a modern language before a committee (consisting of 3 persons).

21. Candidates who have completed doctoral studies commenced before 2019/2020 are considered to have achieved the learning outcomes for a qualification at PRK level 8. As a result, these candidates, when applying for the award of a doctoral degree, are not required to sit examinations in the field of agriculture and in the field of specialisation covering the subject of the doctoral thesis.
22. Doctoral students who commenced their doctoral studies under the old rules and did not complete their doctoral dissertation by 31 December 2021 may apply doctoral degree also under the new rules.
B. Preparation of the doctoral thesis in the extramural mode
1. Prior to initiation of the proceedings, applicants for a doctoral degree in the extramural mode shall submit to the Director of the Institute a letter with a proposal of the topic and concept of the doctoral dissertation, a supervisor (as per appendix 6) and a declaration (for applicants from outside IUNG-PIB) that the costs of the proceedings for awarding the degree will be covered (by the applicant or his/her employing institution) (as per appendix 7). The Director shall forward the letter to the IUNG-PIB Scientific Council.

2. The Academic Staff Development Committee, with the participation of the candidate and the supervisor(s), reviews the dissertation topic and concept. 

3. The candidate submits an application to the Chairperson of the Scientific Council for the appointment of a promoter or promoters (according to Annex 2). 

4. The Academic Staff Development meeting shall be held at least 14 days before the date of the Academic Board meeting. The Commission shall draw up minutes including a proposal for the appointment of a supervisor or supervisors together with a proposal for the title of the thesis and the appointment of examinations. The Commission shall present the proposal to the plenary meeting of the Scientific Council.
5. After a discussion of the application, the Scientific Council adopts resolutions to appoint a supervisor (title of professor or doctor habilitated) or supervisors or an assistant supervisor (degree of doctor) and to approve the title of the dissertation and to appoint examinations.

6. The candidate passes oral examinations before the Commission for the Development of Scientific Personnel in the field of agriculture within the basic discipline of agriculture and horticulture (composed of 5 persons) and the specialization covering the scope of the dissertation subject (composed of 3 persons). Their positive result confirms the achievement of learning outcomes for the qualification at the level of 8 PRK.
7. Within a period of no more than 4 years from the date of appointment of the supervisor(s) and approval of the title of the dissertation, the candidate shall apply to the Chairperson of the Academic Council to initiate proceedings for the award of the degree of Doctor.

8. The candidate shall attach (as per Annex 8) to the application for initiation:
1) a copy of the proof of professional title, as referred to in point I.3;
2) a dissertation with a positive opinion of the supervisor(s) (according to Annex 4);

3) a list of published scientific papers and other studies;

4) a copy of the certificate or diploma certifying proof of a foreign language proficiency level of at least B2;

5) a statement on the conduct of previous doctoral studies/proceedings for the award of a doctoral degree (according to Annex 5);

6)  a copy of the diploma of graduation from a higher education institution abroad, which confirms meeting the condition of proficiency in a modern foreign language at the level of at least B2 (applies to graduates of foreign universities).
9. The candidate may include in the documentation a request for permission to present the dissertation in a language other than Polish.
10. The dissertation is subject to verification using the Single Anti-Plagiarism System by the dissertation supervisor (according to the Rules of Procedure for Anti-Plagiarism Proceedings).
11. The meeting of the Doctoral Commission shall be held at least 14 days before the date of the meeting of the Academic Council. The Commission shall draw up minutes including a proposal to the Academic Council to initiate or refuse to initiate proceedings for the conferment of the degree of Doctor. The Commission shall present the proposal to the plenary meeting of the Academic Council.
12. After discussion of the proposal, the Scientific Council shall adopt a resolution to initiate or refuse to initiate proceedings.

13. The Doctoral Committee in consultation with the Chair of the Scientific Council 
also presents the persons proposed as reviewers of the doctoral dissertation in a written request.
14. The Scientific Council, upon the proposal of the Doctoral Commission, appoints at least 3 reviewers from among persons who are not members of the Scientific Council and are employees of the Institute or the scientific unit whose employee is the person applying for the doctoral degree.
15. The Chairperson of the Scientific Council shall notify the candidate and the promoter(s) of the resolutions taken concerning the initiation or refusal of the procedure and the appointment of reviewers. 
C. Award of the doctoral degree
1. The activities in the proceedings for the award of the doctoral degree in the doctoral training and extramural mode shall end with the resolutions of the Academic Council on:
1) the appointment of a promoter or promoters;

2) approval of the dissertation topic;

3) to initiate or refuse to initiate proceedings;

4) appointment of 3 reviewers;
5) acceptance of the dissertation and admission to public defence 

(as part of the activities of the Doctoral Commission);
6) acceptance of the public defence of the doctoral dissertation (within the activities of the Doctoral Commission); 

7) the award of a doctoral degree;
8) an award for the dissertation (if requested);
9)  to issue an administrative decision.
2. A doctoral dissertation may be a written work, including a scientific monograph, a collection of published and thematically related scientific articles, a design, technological or implementation work. The dissertation may also be a separate and distinct part of a collective work if it demonstrates the candidate's individual contribution to the development of a concept, use of the experimental part, development and interpretation of the results of that work. In the case of a dissertation in the form of a collection of published scientific articles, the "Regulations for the Preparation of Doctoral Dissertations in the Form of a Collection of Scientific Articles", constituting an annex to the resolution of the Scientific Council of IUNG-PIB No. 85/2019 of 18 September 2019.
3. The dissertation shall demonstrate the candidate's general theoretical knowledge 
in the discipline of agriculture and horticulture and the ability to carry out scientific work independently.
4. The subject of the doctoral dissertation is an original solution to a scientific problem or an original solution to the application of the results of one's own research in the economic sphere. 
5. The doctoral dissertation shall be accompanied by an abstract in English, and the dissertation prepared in a foreign language shall also be accompanied by an abstract in Polish.
6. A person who has received positive reviews from at least 2 reviewers and has met the requirements referred to in Article 186, section 1, subsection 5 of the Act.

7. The Scientific Council shall, no later than 30 days before the date set for the defence of the doctoral dissertation, make available in the BIP (Bulletin of Public Information) on the Institute's website the doctoral dissertation being a written work together with its abstract or the description (in the form of an autoreference) of the doctoral dissertation consisting of a collection of published scientific articles and reviews.
8. If a doctoral dissertation is not accepted for defence or if a decision is taken to refuse to award the doctoral degree, the same dissertation may not be the basis for reapplication for the award of the doctoral degree. An unaccepted doctoral dissertation may not be the basis for applying for the award of the doctoral degree in other research institutions either.
9. The Doctoral Committee reads the reviews of the dissertation and in case of at least 2 positive reviews accepts the dissertation and admits the candidate to its public defence.
10. Reviews prepared within 2 months should include a reasoned assessment of whether the dissertation meets the conditions specified in Article 187, sections 1 and 2 of the Act.

11. During the defence, in an open meeting of the Doctoral Committee, the candidate discusses the main ideas and results of the dissertation (which should also be made available in the form of an autoreference), after which the reviewers present their opinions and a discussion begins.
12. At the end of the defence, in closed session, the Doctoral Commission shall adopt resolutions:

1) on the acceptance of the defence of the doctoral dissertation, 

2) the award of a doctoral degree,

3) the honouring of the thesis, if such a request is made.

The resolutions mentioned in points. 2 and 3 are subject to approval by the Academic Board.

13. The person awarded the doctoral degree shall receive at the meeting of the Academic Council a doctoral diploma (specimen in Annex 9) and a copy of this diploma.

D. Fees for the conduct of proceedings for the award of the degree of doctor
1. A person who applies for the award of a doctoral degree shall pay a fee to IUNG-PIB for conducting the proceedings in this case.
2. The amount of the fee includes costs:
1) the remuneration of the promoter(s), assistant promoter and reviewers together with derivatives;
2) the delegation of promoters (where this is the case) and reviewers;
3) issue of a copy of the doctoral diploma;
4) indirect costs related to administrative support (costs of materials, correspondence, etc.) - amounting to 15% of direct costs listed in points 1-3. 1-3.
3. The fee shall not be charged to an applicant for a doctoral degree who has completed education at a doctoral school or doctoral programme conducted at IUNG-PIB.
4. In the case of an academic staff member or researcher, the costs of the proceedings shall be borne by the university employing him/her, by an institute of the Polish Academy of Sciences, a research institute or an international institute under an agreement concluded with the Institute.
5. In the case of an IUNG-PIB employee, the Institute shall bear the costs of the proceedings.

6. In case of a candidate from outside IUNG-PIB, in justified situations, upon written application of the candidate, the Director of the Institute may waive the fee in whole or in part. 
7. An applicant for a doctoral degree in the extramural mode shall pay the fee himself (in PLN, in the form of a bank transfer to the Institute's bank account) or it shall be paid by the applicant's employing unit, on the basis of an agreement concluded with the Institute.
  III.  Other rules
1. Proceedings for the award of the doctoral degree may be closed or discontinued.
2. Proceedings not concluded with the awarding of the doctoral degree after 2 years from the date of their initiation are closed by the Scientific Council at the request of the Doctoral Commission. In fortuitous situations, at the request of the candidate, the deadline for the completion of the doctoral proceedings may be extended by 1 year.
3. The proceedings may be discontinued in the event of a written application by the candidate declaring his/her intention not to continue the procedure or his/her death.  Discontinuance shall be understood as closure of the proceedings upon determination of the impossibility, futility or pointlessness of their continuation.
4. Doctoral theses and proceedings initiated by 30 April 2019 shall be carried out under the current rules and should be completed by 31 December 2021. However, irrespective of the discipline indicated at the time of initiation of the dissertation (agronomy or protection and shaping of the environment), the doctoral degree shall be conferred in the discipline of agriculture and horticulture.
5. To the extent not specified in these Regulations, the provisions of the Act 
of 20 July 2018. - Law on Higher Education and Science ( Journal of Laws, item 1668) and the Act of 3 July 2018. Introductory provisions of the Act - Law on Higher Education and Science (Journal of Laws, item 1669).
6. Meetings of the Scientific Council and of the Doctoral Commission may be conducted using information technology to ensure that they are controlled and recorded and that voting is secret.

7. The Regulations shall enter into force on 23 June 2020.
8. The Rules of Procedure for doctoral dissertations adopted at the meeting of the Scientific Council of IUNG-PIB on 18 September 2019 are no longer in force.
